Christmas Would You Rather...

Supplies: cookies 
All players place a cookie on their forehead and without touching it, have to get it into their mouth
using only facial movements.

Supplies: Piece of wrapping paper 
Keeping your eyes closed, players must try to rip their wrapping paper into the shape of a Christmas
tree. 

Supplies: none
The object of the game is to not show your teeth. Take turns saying different Christmas phrases
while covering your teeth with your lips. The others must repeat what you say, with their teeth
covered as well.
